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     In January, 14 families and 23 students journeyed to the Laguna Christian Retreat Center in Panama City Beach, 
Florida, for the Renovatus retreat.   We focused on creating space for God to speak to us.  It’s nearly impossible to 
hear God speak if we aren’t present.  Presence is a very dif! cult thing to attain in our world.  Worries and anxieties 
keep us from being present at work, at school, at home with our families, and more importantly with God.   There 
are so many things that keep us from being truly present.  We tried to leave some of those things behind this 
weekend. 

     We began the retreat giving some time to being honest with God about where we are.  We explored the idea 
that we are not the artists of our lives, we are the canvas.   We thought about what the canvas of our lives looks 
like today.  Where are our time and energy and focus spent?  Then we thought about what we want our canvas 
to look like and what God wants our canvas to look like.   We picked one area of our life in particular that we 
wanted to change in order for the canvas of our life to look more like what God wants.

     We spent a lot of time in contemplation.  We explored a sanctuary of prayer stations together in family 
groups.   We spent time contemplating the burning bush and places God might be trying to get our attention; we 
considered the lilies and how magni! cently created we are; we experienced Jesus’s words about light, water and 
salt.   We spent time resting.   We took contemplative walks on the beach simply being present amid the beauty of 
God’s creation and allowing God to speak to us.  

     We spent time being present with each other.   We played, swam, and shopped together.   We got to have a 
unique experience at Gulf World where we learned all of God’s creations are special.   We got to see a wonderful 
sea lion show and a dolphin show and have personal interaction with these amazing animals.  

     We were present in communion together and closed the weekend talking about the importance of being 
present when we’re at home with our family, at work, at school, and in the sanctuary, not just when we are away 
on a retreat.   During our last night we experienced a light-! lled path on the beach to be reminded that we are the 
light of the world.  

     You don’t have to go on a retreat to create space for God to speak.  Turn off the TV, put the cell phone down, 
take a walk, or just spend REAL time in the presence of those
you love.   Pray.   Be still and know that God is God.  Are your 
ears ready?

Ash Wednesday is the beginning of a new season in the church when 
we start to prepare for Easter.  It also is the • rst day that many people will give something up or take on a new habit.
