Call to Worship	 Matthew 21:1-11                                                             Dr. Martin
When they had come near Jerusalem and had reached Bethphage, at the Mount of Olives, Jesus sent two 
disciples, saying to them, “Go into the village ahead of you, and immediately you will find a donkey tied, 
and a colt with her; untie them and bring them to me. If anyone says anything to you, just say this, ‘The 
Lord needs them.’ And he will send them immediately.” This took place to fulfill what had been spoken 
through the prophet, saying, “Tell the daughter of Zion, Look, your king is coming to you, humble, and 
mounted on a donkey, and on a colt, the foal of a donkey.” The disciples went and did as Jesus had directed 
them; they brought the donkey and the colt, and put their cloaks on them, and he sat on them. A very large 
crowd spread their cloaks on the road, and others cut branches from the trees and spread them on the road. 
The crowds that went ahead of him and that followed were shouting, “Hosanna to the Son of David! Blessed 
is the one who comes in the name of the Lord! Hosanna in the highest heaven!” When he entered Jerusalem, 
the whole city was in turmoil, asking, “Who is this?” The crowds were saying, “This is the prophet Jesus 
from Nazareth in Galilee.”

16And from that moment he began to 
look for an opportunity to betray him.

	 17On the first day of Unleavened Bread the disciples came to Jesus, saying, “Where do you want us to 
make the preparations for you to eat the Passover?” 18He said, “Go into the city to a certain man, and say to 
him, ‘The Teacher says, My time is near; I will keep the Passover at your house with my disciples.’” 19So the 
disciples did as Jesus had directed them, and they prepared the Passover meal. 20When it was evening, he took 
his place with the twelve; 21and while they were eating, he said, “Truly I tell you, one of you will betray me.” 
22And they became greatly distressed and began to say to him one after another, “Surely not I, Lord?” 23He 
answered, “The one who has dipped his hand into the bowl with me will betray me. 24The Son of Man goes 
as it is written of him, but woe to that one by whom the Son of Man is betrayed! It would have been better for 
that one not to have been born.” 25Judas, who betrayed him, said, “Surely not I, Rabbi?” He replied, “You 
have said so.”
